IV. Public Comment on topics not on this Agenda (No Action can be taken). 
Dane Wadle introduced himself as CSDA representative and discussed the purpose of  Special District Representation on the Alpine County Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO). Alpine district consists of Markleeville PUD, Kirkwood Meadows PUD, and Bear Valley Water District. Each County has a LAFCO, there are 58 LAFCO's in California. It was encouraged that MPUD take a seat on the commission in order to have an influence/ vote.
V. Old Business
a.      Update on Mahalee project status - Representative(s) from MUSA were not present.  Mr. Harden sent a letter to Blaize D'Angelo, Mahalee Project Manager, on November 5th, 2020 regarding the upcoming termination date of the Mainline Extension Agreement (MLEA). In addition, a follow up phone call discussion occurred November 17th, 2020 about the need for a response from MUSA and requested in writing an action plan, due on or before this meeting of December 10th, 2020. There has been no further response from MUSA representatives and an action plan in writing has not been received. The Board will let the MLEA expire and refund the deposit.

a.    Engineer Dave Harden –  Sampling reports were submitted for 4th quarter 2020.
Awaiting the previous sewer inspection CD from Operator.

Inspections need to be schedule on Montgomery street and under the creek.

Work completed on the Pump Station Relocation Project; Topographic Survey, Geotechnical Field Investigation, Existing Geotechnical Document Review, draft Geotechnical Report, Environmental consultation with Waterboard environmental department and Disbursements #1 and #2 have been submitted.

Design plans were discussed. Alternative 6 Exhibit was viewed and deliberated by the Board. It was suggested to add piping for a Public Restroom. Kimra stated the next phase is to complete the Sewer Restoration Project and the Floodplain Restoration Project and public amenities will be added if feasible, due to funding. 

Concerns and recommendations regarding the construction design will be sent to Engineer Harden.
The Board discussed Dane Wadle's presentation on LAFCO. LAFCO is an Independent regulatory commission created by the California Legislator made up of County Supervisors, Cities and Special Districts. They perform various studies, boundary changes, and lobby in Sacramento legislation on districts behalf.

Alpine County Clerk is currently the executive officer for Alpine County. 

Cost share for joining LAFCO would be a minimal fee, approximately $29 per year.
