VII. Old Business
a.   Markleeville Creek Restoration Project, Alpine Watershed Group (AWG) - Kimra McAfee reported that they are still hoping to start construction in 2023. There are two funding sources, the grant from Sierra Integrated Regional Water Management and from Caltrans, who will be replacing the bridge over Markleeville Creek. 
Harden reported that 30% design plans are close to completion. A fiscal sustainability plan, which is a requirement for funding this project, has been implemented. Waiting for the State to assign a project manager to this project. Awaiting response from LAFCO. Monitoring reporting is due in October to the State Regional Water Board.

b. Create a formula for rate structure on Short-term Rentals - Hartzell suggested that due to fires and evacuations and the stress it placed on the community that this item will be postponed until the next Directors meeting. Short term rentals are licensed by the County as commercial endeavors and therefore MPUD will consider these properties as such. Ames reported that short term rentals in Markleeville have been prospering.
c. 
Update on Audit(s) - Due to fires and evacuations and the phone lines and Wi-Fi outages the audit has been delayed. Hopefully they will be finalized the end of September 2021. Once the Audit(s) are complete a special call meeting approving the Audits will be called.

X. Activity reports from staff

a.    Engineer Dave Harden – Issues were reported on the backup generator, it is not starting when one leg of the three phase power goes out. It will cost approximately 5,000 to repair. Currently the generator has to be manually turned on if the power goes out. 

Summit plumbing periodically cleans and maintains the pump system and will need to be scheduled for next year.
MPUD is in the process of joining LAFCO which gives special districts a seat at the table when designating boundaries within the County.
